It won the ‘Magic Radio
Audience Award’, voted by the public, in the 2016 Laurence Olivier Awards. It is produced
by Cameron Mackintosh and The Really Useful Theatre Company Limited.

THE PHANTOM OF THE OPERA became
the first stage production to reach
worldwide grosses of $6 billion. Revenues
far surpass the world’s highest-grossing
film “Avatar” (at $2.8 billion), as well as
such other blockbusters as “Titanic”, “The
Lord of the Rings”, “Jurassic Park” and
“Star Wars”.
